FY2011-12 Member Contribution
The Executive Director presented the FY2011-2012 Member Contribution Report.  It included Member Contributions for FY2011-12 based on 1.5%, 1%, 0.5% and 0.1% increases.  The Executive Director stated that FVSRA will have no control over some line items.  Some capital budget items will be put on a five year replacement schedule rather than the four year replacement.  Transportation services are being studied for possible fine-tuning, reduction and efficiency.  Efforts are being made to be more “green” and summer day camp fees subsidies will be reviewed.  FVSRA will continue to fundraise and will have the support of the FVSR Foundation in fundraising efforts.  The Executive Director will made a FY2011-12 budget recommendation at the September 27, 2010 Board meeting.
