Board Member Reuter made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda.  Board Member Lambillotte seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT

The Executive Director announced that the Batavia Mothers’ Club and the Geneva Mothers’ Club donated money to FVSRA to be used for Summer Day Camp registrants.  These donations will reduce the amount of scholarship money which the Member Agencies will contribute.
Fox Valley Park District and St. Charles Park District Board Meetings were visited by Executive Director Nagle and Board Chairman McAdam.  The Executive Director also attended a meeting of the Fox Valley Park District to discuss the future land development surrounding the Vaughan Athletic Center.

FVSRA will be requesting one of its participants to write an essay about inclusive playgrounds, to enter into a contest to win $150,000 which is sponsored by the Landscape Structure Playground Company.

Discussions are underway regarding the Memorandum of Understanding between FVSRA and the Fox Valley Park District.  Fox Valley Park District approached FVSRA about whether FVSRA would have interest in use of the FVPD River Street facility.  Executive Director Nagle and Board Chairman McAdam will visit the facility.
ASSISTANT DIRECTOR’S REPORT
In addition to the Written Staff Reports, Assistant Director Crawford reported that a new project is being undertaken by FVSRA with the Oswegoland Park District, and its Limelight Theater Group, to create behavior management training  videos.  FVSRA Staff will create scenarios and the Theater Group will write the scripts and perform the acting.
Gretchen Anonick, FVSRA staff, resigned from her position.  Heather Richardson became a fulltime staff, effective June 20, 2011.  Rachel Begle, FVSRA Staff, is also resigning effective July 30, 2011.  Interviews for this position will be held along with interviews for the Outreach Coordinator position during July.

Summer Day Camp is running smoothly, as well as the transportation for Camp.  Day in the Park plans are well underway, for July 13,2011.
