FVSRA/AID STARS Program Status
Assistant Director Crawford presented a comprehensive report on the STARS program which originated in February, 2010. In the event of failure of additional funding by the State of Illinois, it may be possible to secure a corporate sponsor for this type of program.  In addition, a fee paid by the participants may be an option, or Medicaid payments made for this program on behalf of the participants.  Lastly, housing for this program, especially with potential increased demand, would need to be addressed.
