The Executive Director reported the following:

FOUNDATION REPORT
The following was reported:

Foundation Member Jodie Hurckes has taken an active role in finding grant opportunities available with special needs focus, and continues to look for fundraising opportunities.

ACTION ITEMS

Board Member Hopp made a motion to review the South Elgin Parks and Recreation Department Special Recreation Levy Request and place on file.  Board Member Schindel seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

The Executive Director shared that the Strategic Plan, with a timeline included, will be presented at the November, 2011 Board Meeting.
Twenty-nine applications were received for the position of Assistant Director.  The Executive Director reported that the applications have been reviewed and interviews for selected applicants will be held during the week of November 7, 2011.

NEW BUSINESS

The Executive Director reviewed the FVSRA scholarship awards process and previous amounts of scholarships granted.  Review of scholarship process of other Member Agencies, and other SRAs was done for comparison purposes.  The Executive Director shared the following ideas:

· requiring documentation to validate income levels of scholarship applicants;
· establishing a set amount of scholarship money from each Member Agency based on average of previous 4 years’ awards;

· possibility of support from the Foundation for scholarship awards;

· removal of summer day camp transportation costs from scholarship eligibility;

· determine whether participants who live outside of FVSRA boundaries, but whose parents live in FVSRA taxing community, can be considered a resident when paying program fees.

The timeline for changes to the scholarship awards/process will be completed by February, 2012, and become effective in May, 2012.
