Vice Chairman McAdam opened the Public Hearing regarding the FY2010-11 Budget.  No comments or presentations were made from the Public.

Board Member Clark made a motion to adjourn the Public Hearing regarding the FY2010-11 Budget.  Board Member Corken seconded and the motion passed.

Executive Director Nagle introduced Gary Foiles, Commissioner with the Batavia Park District.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA

Board Member Clark made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda.  Board Member Smilgys seconded and motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS

A.
Strategic Plan
St. Charles Park District reported that its board will support approval of an 8-member FVSRA Board; FVSRA Board may have information from Fox Valley Park District at the next FVSRA Board meeting.

The Executive Director looked for feedback on the Strategic Plan Continuation Efforts report she prepared.  Items on the outline are items which can be done without outsourcing or funds.  The Strategic Plan is schedule to be completed in March, 2011.  Facility use is an issue which will be addressed in the Fall of 2010.  Member Agencies’ facilities will be visited and FVSRA will be creating a listing of all Member Agencies’ facilities and availability of such facilities.

Board Member Clark inquired if there are any new critical issues which were not part of the original Strategic Plan.  The Executive Director reported that the Board Governance and financial aspects will need to be addressed to be better prepared, which will be done administratively, not by the recreation staff.  

B.
Special Recreation Fund Use
Board Member Repede made a motion to approve the following language (Option 1) to be included in the Special Recreation Levy Use Policy, as follows:

“The Special Recreation Levy Use Policy is intended to assist the Member Agencies on their use of the Section 5-8 Funds for the establishment, maintenance and management of joint recreation programs and services for persons with disabilities of all the participating Agencies; to support inclusion services; and for the evaluation and retrofitting of recreation facilities used or usable in joint programs and/or to make new recreation facilities universally accessible.”
Board Member Conner seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
Board Member Smilgys made a motion to accept the Special Recreation Levy Use Policy (revised May 24, 2010) as presented, with the following changes: p 4, item #10 to read as follows:  

“10. Cost of capital improvements strictly related to the accessibility of member agency facilities or sites, as required under the Americans with Disabilities Act Accessibility Guidelines (ADAAG).”; and the deletion of the section “Agency’s attorney”, items 1 and 2.  Board Member Wascher seconded and the motion passed.
C. FVSR Foundation Update
FVSR Foundation met on Monday, May 17, 2010.  Jim Reuter volunteered to be the Foundation Chairman.  Officer positions were elected and the Board approved that a checking account be opened.  A Foundation logo, letterhead and a kick-off event were discussed and also discussed was the support role the Foundation will hold in current FVSRA fundraising activities.
The application is being prepared, with a “rush” status which includes the Federal Employer Identification Number (FEIN) being secured.
