I. Welcome/Introductions- 12 members were in attendance. 
II. FVSRA News!: Staff – FVSRA presented Jessie Carson, the former social work intern, as the new Outreach Services Coordinator.
III. Pork Chop & Chicken BBQ Wrap Up- The Pork Chop & Chicken BBQ was a success! FVSRA sold 1300 meals, which is the most since 2006. They provided more indoor seating and filled the room with people!
IV. 2010 Day Camp Brochure & 2010 Summer Brochure- The brochures are now available in print and online.
V. Autism Roundtable Meeting Update:  Monday, May 24 at Prisco Community Center, 9:30a.m. – The next Autism Roundtable will be focusing on agency and service collaboration. FVSRA will be exploring more opportunities for service collaboration with outside agencies to better serve the participants. Parent surveys will be sent out in order to have an enhanced understanding of the needs of families with autism at FVSRA. The surveys will be combined with other agency surveys and be discussed at future Autism Roundtable Meetings. These meetings are important for FVSRA as a parent reported that 9-12% of the children in the Aurora/Naperville area have autism. Another parent stated that this statistic due to the high quality of programming in that area. 
VI. Advocates Network Meeting: Saturday, May 15 – The Advocates Network Meeting will be discussing voter registration for individuals with disabilities. It will be also review the rights of individuals with disabilities and assisting people to be registered so they can vote for issues concerning disability services. One parent stated that “It’s their right to have a voice,” and other parents mentioned other organizations that support voter registration for individuals with disabilities, such as Equip for Equality and the League of Women.
VII. Feedback on cancelled Winter/Spring 2010 Programs – Jen Borrowman reported that the main reason for cancelled programs was “other scheduled conflicts.” Jen also stated that another reason was financial limitations.
VIII. Building the PAC Network- Social gatherings/Information sharing- FVSRA responded to many parent requests for a PAC Network so parents can communicate with one another and exchange information about services, give support, etc. One parent stated that we need to “use all social networking modes.” Some of the ideas that parents and FVSRA had were sending out e-mails to build a list, networking events of parents, putting the information of certain parents in the FVSRA newsletter, and putting information certain parents on the FVSRA website.
