Ideas for the FVSRA Foundation

 Kick Off Event:

1. Baggo Tournament: Batavia PD will be opening a permanent spot to play Baggo/Teams could come with names and themes that they dress like

3. Celebrity Dinner: the concept is that you have different celebrities from the communities bring a table of guest to the dinner. The guests are to bring cash to pay for whatever they need to eat or drink or to get back what they got taken from them. Each table has a theme. The winning celebrity is the one whose table raised the most money by the end of the evening.

III. Presentation: What is an SRA? – FVSRA presented a video that is used as a promotion of Special Recreation Associations. This video can be used to promote and explain FVSRA’s services at various events. It first discusses the benefits of an SRA on Park Districts, Communities, Families, and Individuals. IV. 2010 Goals: Identifying Unmet Needs/Physically Challenged– FVSRA and the parents discussed ways of meeting new populations whose needs are currently being unmet, along with the physically challenged. One parent discussed collaboration with the Veteran’s Association (VA). Parents and FVSRA said that it has been difficult to work with the VA, but one parent reported that many of the individuals who work at the VA can easily get overwhelmed with a lot of paperwork. In order to move forward to a collaboration with the VA, FVSRA will work on forming those connections to continue developing programming and opportunities for this population.
V. Update on High School Transition Programming/Services – FVSRA and parents discussed the current opportunities for High School transition opportunities. One parent discussed some higher education/college programs designed to meet the needs for individuals during the transition phase. FVSRA also discussed how the leisure education program will work on providing more programming and services for these individuals as well.
