OLD BUSINESS

A.
Strategic Plan
Board Member Smilgys reported informal support of the Fox Valley Park District for a reduction of the size of the FVSRA Board from 15 representatives to eight, with Fox Valley Park District having two votes and other Member Agencies having one vote.  The Fox Valley Park District would expect to review the formal document along with a redacted document indicating the changes.  The changes would be the governance changes and also the revised purpose statement for the Association which incorporate the three main uses of the Section 5-8 funds.  The FVSRA Executive Director will have these documents prepared for the August, 2010 FVSRA Board meeting.  This revised FVSRA Joint Agreement will then need to be accepted by each Member Park Agency, hopefully at their September 2010 board meetings.

Special Recreation Fund Use
The Executive Director reported that the designated changes in the Special Recreation Levy Use Policy Statement and Procedures document have been made as previously adopted.  Copy of such was provided in the Board Packet.
C. FVSR Foundation Update
The Executive Director reported that a checking account is being opened, logo is being created for the Foundation, and the August 16th planned meeting may need to be re-scheduled.
